Family History Research Project

Possible research interview questions (Select any 4-6 questions below)
1. Describe any chores or responsibilities had as a child.

2. What were your family’s favorite games including sports?   Please describe if it is not so common to most people.  
3. Describe an annual festival, celebration, or holiday important to you and your family.    
4. Describe any important, special customs or traditions in your family.  

5. Describe how your childhood is different from children of these days other than our computer and multimedia world differences.   

6. Describe 4 significant events of your own life that you want to share.  

7. Describe one world event that shaped you into the person you have become.  

8. What are some memories that stand out to you as you were growing up and when you became an adult?

9. What were your parents like?  Were they strict? Easy-going? What were some important things they taught you?

10.  What was your favorite food growing up?

11. Describe the place where you lived as a child.  What was the best thing about living there? What was the hardest thing?
